During Reading
-For younger children, it may be more appropriate to read only the main text that features counting. For older, or more interested children, read at least some of the side bars aloud as they contain interesting facts about Arizona. 

-Once you get to the page featuring the number 20 and onward, notice how the objects are shown in equal groups. Rather than counting the objects one by one, notice how many objects are in each group, and then skip count. For example on the 20 page, count, “5, 10, 15, 20.” This will develop skills for multiplication and division. 
After Reading
-What are some interesting facts you learned about Arizona? 

-What sight from this book would you be most interested in seeing? Why?
Activities:
•Use the Arizona map to point out featured places from this book. 

•Play Dice Multiplication. Roll the first die. This die tells you the factor you are skip counting by. Roll the second die. This die tells you how many times to skip count. Example: Your first die reads 4. The second die reads 5. Skip count by 4s 5 times like this:  “4, 8, 12, 16, 20.” Too easy? Use four dice! The first two dice tells you the factor you are skip counting by. The second two dice tell you how many times to skip count
