Vocabulary:
Use illustrations as clues for meanings of new words. Also see glossary. 
Questions:
Before Reading
Browse through the book by looking at the pictures and reading some of the words before these questions.

-What is your favorite color? Tell me something you like that is that color.  

During Reading
-Point out and name various objects on each page that are the featured color.

-Point out the pattern of rhyming words. Ask your child to help you name the rhyming words. Alternately, you can leave out the second rhyming word on a page and prompt your child to guess it.
After Reading
-Are there any colors the author left out? Which colors? What might the author write about if she had included that color?
Activities:
•Use the Word Spinner during or after reading. Choose a word from a page. Say the word. Spin the spinner. Then do the task related to the chosen word.

•Play the Color Sorting Cards game. Lay out all cards face-up. Choose a card. Say the name of the fruit or vegetable. Sort the cards by color. Say the colors. Also consider sorting the vegetable cards by other characteristics such as size, shape, flavor, etc.
