Before Reading

During Reading
-Read a few sections at a time, based on your child's interest. There's no need to read this book page by page in order.

-Help your child notice and understand text features such as table of contents that show the book's overall organization, pictures with captions that explain what the picture shows, page headings and titles that show the main idea, diagrams, symbols, index, etc. 

-Point out to your child how the activities are organized by steps so that each is easy to follow. 
After Reading
-Ask your child to summarize a section you read. He can do this by stating the main idea followed by some supporting details.

-Ask your child to summarize the sequence of a recipe or project in this book. She can do this by stating the main idea followed by the steps of the activity. Words like “first,” “next,” “later,” and “lastly” help to show connections from step to step.
