-(seeds falling from bags page) Where do you think the birds got the bags of seeds?
After Reading
-What is a seed of selfishness? How were the mouse and rabbit selfish?

-What is a seed of kindness? What did they do to show kindness?

-How did the birds return kindness to the mouse and rabbit at the end of the story?

-How did all the animals feel at the end of the story? Why?

-What's the moral of this story?
Activities:
•Go back to the pages without text. Have your child narrate these pages as if there were words on the page.
