Vocabulary Definitions
•larvae: the juvenile, wingless, feeding stage of an insect as it goes through metamorphosis

•nectar: a sugar-rich liquid produced by plants, usually in flowers

•pollen: tiny grains produced by the stamens of a flower that cause the plant to produce seeds

•worker bee: female bee whose job is to support the hive

•drone: a male bee whose job is to mate with the queen

•queen bee: the mother of most or all the bees in a beehive
