Questions:
Before Reading
Have your child look at the cover and tell you what they think the book will be about. 

During Reading
-Prompt your child to count various objects throughout the book.

-Prompt your child to name the colors of various objects throughout the book. 

-Prompt your child to name various animals and vegetables throughout the book.

-When reading C is for Coyote, focus on the initial sounds of the featured word on each page. Prompt your child to say the featured words emphasizing the initial sound. For example, she can say “/c/ /c/ /c/ coyote.” Ask your child to think of other words that begin with the same sound.
After Reading
-What was your favorite animal/vegetable in this book? Why?

-Prompt your child to name colors, count objects, and name things learned from these books that you encounter in real life.
Activities:
•Play the Color Sorting Cards game. Lay out all cards face-up. Choose a card. Say the name of the fruit or vegetable. Sort the cards by color. Say the colors. Also consider sorting the vegetable cards by other characteristics such as size, shape, flavor, etc.

•Try preparing a meal or snack using an unusual fruit or vegetable you've learned about from this book.
