Vocabulary:
Use illustrations as clues for meanings of new words
Questions:
Before Reading
Browse through the book by looking at the pictures and reading some of the words before these questions.

-Think of the last meal you ate. What was it? Where do you think the ingredients of your meal came from? How did they get onto your plate? 
During Reading
-Focus on the initial sounds of the featured word on each page. Prompt your child to say the featured words emphasizing the initial sound. For example, he can say “/v/ /v/ /v/ violets.” Ask your child to think of other words that begin with the same sound.
After Reading
 -Many of these pages feature farmworkers. How do you think the author feels about farmworkers? How can you tell?
Activities:
•Use the Word Spinner during or after reading. Choose a word from a page. Say the word. Spin the spinner. Then do the task related to the chosen word.

•Choose a letter. Then choose a word that starts with that letter that is related to farming. Similar to this book, write a short poem about that word and illustrate it in the Interactive Notebook.
