•energy: the ability to do work and grow

•glacier: a large mass of ice that does not melt during the summer

•hydrogen: a colorless, odorless, tasteless, flammable gas that is the lightest of the chemical elements

•oxygen: a chemical element in the air that is a colorless, odorless gas which is necessary for life

•photosynthesis: the process in which plants use sunlight, water, and carbon dioxide to make their own energy

•carbon dioxide: a chain made of carbon and oxygen. Carbon dioxide is released when fossil fuels are burned.
